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Mansab visits PMDFC, receives
briefing on development projects

LAHORE: Federal Parliamentary Secre-
tary Dr. Shezra Mansab Ali visited the office of
Punjab Municipal Development Fund Com-
pany (PMDEFC) today. She was warmly re-

The Chairman also provided details about
the Punjab Cities Program, informing that
sewerage and clean water supply projects
worth PKR 18 billion are currently ongoing in
16 cities across the province.

He mentioned that, under the same program,
a wastewater treatment plant is being installed
in Vehari at a cost of PKR 32 million, and the
project is nearing completion. Additionally, in
the program’s second phase, 20 more cities
will be included, where new sewerage and
water supply projects will be initiated.

During the briefing, Immad Iftikhar in-
formed Dr. Shezra that planning has com-
menced for sewerage and stormwater drainage
projects in Nankana Sahib. Dr. Shezra Mansab
Ali appreciated PMDFC’s efforts and empha-
sized the global significance of Nankana
Sahib, urging that it should be developed as a
model city. She directed that sewerage and

stormwater dramage projects mm Nankana
Sahib should be expedited to alleviate the chal-
lenges faced by the residents.

Dr. Shezra expressed confidence that the
timely completion of these projects would pro-
vide modern amenities to the citizens of Pun-
jab and contribute significantly to achieving
Pakistan’s sustainable development goals.
